This course provides opportunities for the explanation, demonstration, and practice of skills related to adult health nursing.  Learning experiences are provided in the School of Nursing Skills Laboratory.

Teaching/Learning Methods:

Will include, but are not limited to:

· Participation in facilitated group discussion, didactic instruction of various skills, return demonstration of various skills.

Evaluation Methods:

Grading Policy:

Students have a maximum of three opportunities to demonstrate proficiency at skills during performance examinations. Twenty minutes will be allotted for each skill tested.  Students will receive either a “Pass” or “Fail,” based on meeting the Critical Elements and Overriders for each skill tested.  Students requiring a third test will be tested by two faculty members within the course level other than the original examiner.

Components of the Final Grade:

The final grade will be comprised of the following components:


Performance Testing:  

There will be a random selection on two performance tests. (Please check the course calendar), they are as follows:

1. IV (primary) or IVPB (secondary) Medication Administration and Nasogastric Tube insertion.
2. Foley Catheter insertion or Tracheostomy suction and care

The grade for both randomly selected skills will be averaged to determine the final grade.

NOTE:  Students who do not pass each skills performance examination by the third attempt will receive a “D” for this course.

Method of Communicating Grades:

Results for each performance examination will be given to the student in writing immediately after performance of the skill.

Students must pass skills performance examinations for the mandatory skill and randomly selected skill/s to pass this course.

Make-Up Tests:  

There will be no make-up examinations. If a student is unable to attend class on the day of the scheduled examination the student will receive a “Fail” for that exam.

Dress Code and Supplies:
Students are expected to wear their green MDC scrubs. No other scrubs or attire will be permitted.  No eating or drinking is allowed in the Nursing Skills Laboratory.  For student safety, students must not wear sandals, fabric shoes, or shoes with open toes or open backs. Students will not be permitted into the Nursing Skills Laboratory without proper attire for class, supervised practice, or performance testing.  Students must conform to these guidelines.  All students must purchase a Clinical Skills Pack for Nurses from the bookstore.  This pack will contain most of the supplies and equipment needed to practice and/or test nursing skills during the nursing program.  The student is responsible for cleaning and maintaining their supplies.  
Attendance/Tardiness:

Because of the concentration of learning in this program, attendance at every scheduled session is imperative.  Students who miss any scheduled class are responsible for acquiring the missed information.  Promptness and consideration of others is expected.

Class Participation:

Class participation is an expected behavior.  To maximize student learning, all assignments must be completed before class.  Students are expected to actively participate in the class by performing the skills under supervision.  

Progression:

In order to progress to Semester 3, students must earn a grade of “S” and/or “C” or higher in every nursing course required this semester.  See co-requisites.

Remediation:

Students who are not meeting course objectives and/or requirements are expected to practice in the Nursing Skills Laboratory and to seek the assistance of a tutor and/or their instructor. It is the student’s responsibility to make an appointment with the course instructor for directions regarding remediation.
